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SSA - Tracing Flow Chart
1) Balance Access Point; Test to find if Positive and Negative are strong.  If both are strong move to step 2.  If either positive, negative, or both are weak, strengthen it. Once strengthened move to step 2.
a. Tap point rapidly, patient take 3 deep breaths, take 3 deep breaths with patient, put your chest to patients back and take 3 deep breaths, patient drinks water, 3 minerals

2) Use the Bio-compatibility point (Sternum at the Angle of Louis) to determine if a weakness or issue (Six entry issues) needs to be traced. If all five fingers (represent complex) over the tracing point tests strong there is not circuits to find.  If tracing tests weak, strengthen by rubbing down with all five fingers and then localize the quadrant that tests weak.  Then find the specific circuit in the quadrant that tests weak and determine the nutrient protocol is to strengthen it. Then move to step 3.
3) After each circuit is strengthened return again to the tracing point and test for strong or weak to discover if another circuit is involved (rarely there will be more than 2 circuits involved with a weakness, but there has not yet been found more that 6 circuits on an individual tracing).  
4) Tracing is complete when the original weakness or issue tests strong and repeated five finger tests over the tracing point test strong.  Although some circuits will be familiar, many circuits will not have been imagined but will confidently strengthen the body and thus compel experimentation.  The results of nutritional intervention in this way will teach the practitioner over time many subtle but common system relationships.  Every case becomes a study and discovery – when enough are completed the pattern becomes apparent and generalization will occur.
